How Did “DA BILS”, as it says on Andy’s license plate, get to be the BILLS? 

“Arch Ward, sports editor of the Chicago Tribune, formed the All-American Football Conference (AAFC) in 1945.  The Buffalo franchise was owned by James Breuil, a native of Rosemont, PA.  He established the Frontier Oil Refining Corporation in Buffalo.  He named the team the Buffalo Bisons.  Following the 1946 season, the team ran a contest to select a new name (in order to set the team apart from the Buffalo minor league baseball and hockey teams of the same name).  The ‘Bills’ won out over ‘Bullets’, ‘Nickels’, and ‘Blue Devils’.  James Dyson won the $500.00 prize based on his essay comparing the team to a band of ‘Buffalo Bills’.  He wrote that, while the legendary Indian scout William ‘Buffalo Bill’ Cody helped trailblaze the American frontier, (the team was owned by the president of Frontier Oil) the Bills trailblaze football in Buffalo.  The name was officially changed June 16, 1947.”
